1) For the September 2018 accomplishment report as seen in Table 2, the program served 69,130 households or 45.00 percent through all fund sources (GAA, Continuing and other fund). In terms of accomplishment per
track, 87.65 percent or 60,592 households served were under Microenterprise Development track compared to the Employment Facilitation track with 12.35 percent or 8,538 households. The breakdown of the
accomplishment per fund source is shown in Table 3.
